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1. Introduction

The PEFC Norway certification scheme fully adopts the logo usage rules defined in PEFC Council’s document PEFC ST 2001:2009 (or later replacements). The PEFC Norway Logo usage rules document is made in order to better structure the information about the PEFC Norway certification scheme and rules for adapting the international requirements into the Norwegian system.
2. Objective

The objective of the document is to define the logo usage rules in the PEFC Norway scheme and the implementation of the international rules into the Norwegian certification system.

3. Scope

The document covers the requirements for users of the PEFC claims and logo and the relevant requirements for the certification bodies. The PEFC Council document PEFC ST 2001:2009 “Logo usage rules” (or later replacements) forms the basis of the PEFC Norway requirements. These requirements relates to requirements defined in the PEFC Norway requirements for forest management and chain of custody certification and especially the PEFC International requirements for chain of custody certification as defined in PEFC Council Technical Document Annex 4 “Cain of custody of Forest Based Products – Requirements (or later replacements). Guidance is also to be found in ISO/IEC 12021:1999 Environmental labels and declarations – self-declared environmental claims (Type II environmental labelling)
4. Coverage of the PEFC logo

The PEFC logo and related claims only guarantees sustainable forest management and the origin of forest based raw material used in labelled forest based products.
5. Ownership and usage of the PEFC logo

The PEFC logo is copyrighted material and is a registered trademark owned by the PEFC Council. Unauthorised use of the copyrighted material is prohibited and may lead to legal actions.
The use of the PEFC logo require a PEFC Logo usage licence issued by PEFC Norway or other PEFC bodies authorised to issue a PEFC Logo licence. PEFC Norway has on contractual bases with PEFC Council the right to issue PEFC logo licenses in Norway. The license shall require a valid PEFC forest management or chain-of-custody certificate for claims and logo use regarding management of forest properties or forest products.
PEFC Norway issue logo licence to tree groups of users:

· Forest owners and managers

· Forest owners and managers with PEFC Norway recognised forest management certificates and eligible entities participating in group certification

· Forest related industries

· Forest related industries, traders and sites with PEFC Norway recognised chain of custody certificates

· Other users

· Organisations and other entities other than forest owners and managers and forest related industries and traders which are using the PEFC logo off product for promotional, educational or communication purposes.
Certified forest owners and managers and forest related industries and traders with valid certificates and logo licenses may use the logo on-product and off-product. Others with a logo license shall only use the logo off-product.
The usage rules are defined in PEFC Council’s document PEFC ST 2001:2008 “PEFC Logo usage rules – requirements (or later replacements).

6. Application, registration and issuing of licenses

Forest owners and managers and forest related industries and traders with valid PEFC certificates and other users shall apply to PEFC Norway for a logo license. The Application form is adopted as Appendix 1 and 2 to this document. 
PEFC Norway shall verify the fulfilment of the requirements and verify that the certified units are properly registered. The accepted applicants shall sign a registration and logo license contract with PEFC Norway, and PEFC Norway will then issue the logo license confirmation document. The default contract is adopted as appendix 3, 4 and 5 and the default confirmation documents as Appendix 6, 7 and 8 to this document.

The logo license for forest owners and managers and forest related industries and traders are subject to valid PEFC certificates and shall be suspended or withdrawn if the certificate is no longer valid.
PEFC Norway shall have a register of logo licences and logo licence numbers and issue the licenses with numbers in accordance with the PEFC registration and coding system defined by PEFC Council.
PEFC Norway shall monitor the usage of PEFC logos and claims.

7. Logo license fee

The PEFC Norway Council may determine a logo usage fee that may be different for the difference types of logo usage and the size of the logo using entity.
8. Tasks of the certification bodies

The certification body shall control the usage of PEFC claims, trademark and logo when the certified entity is a PEFC logo user. The certification bodies shall inform PEFC Norway promptly of any information relevant for the PEFC certification and the logo license.
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
